     The truth that by means of work, all human beings 
participate in the activity of God, our Creator, was given 
particular prominence by Jesus Christ.  For Jesus not only  
proclaimed, but first and foremost fulfilled by His deeds 
the “gospel”, the word of eternal Wisdom, that had been 
entrusted to Him.  Therefore this was also “the Gospel 
of work,” because He who proclaimed it was Himself a 
man of work, a craftsman like his foster father Joseph.
