Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,  

During each of my two visits to our archdiocesan mission in Bolivia, the faith of the parish-
ioners of Maria Reina (Mary Queen Parish) has inspired me. When distributing Holy Com-
munion to the faithful during Mass, I could see the face of Christ in their faces. Their toil and 
hardships were evident, but even more pronounced was their peace and joy when receiving 
our Lord. On a deep level, they knew that heaven comes to earth in the Mass, and that their 
true joy is found in God. Please join with me in praying for these dear brothers and sisters in 
Christ, and in supporting the pastoral work of our St. Louis priests who serve them.  

Our archdiocesan mission also tends to the distressing needs of individuals who cannot afford 
basic medical care, dental care, or even provide food for their families at times. Through the 
Health Clinic and social outreach programs, your generosity transforms the lives of thou-
sands of people each year. Young people can prepare for the Sacraments of Holy Eucharist 
and Confirmation, receive tutoring and a hot meal, and participate in formation as missionary 
disciples. The elderly come together to celebrate life, grow in faith, and receive assistance 
with food and medicine if necessary. Couples prepare for Marriage, families baptize their 
children, and adults are received into the Church at Easter all because of your support.  

No one is more supportive of the Latin America Apostolate, however, than Father Patrick 
Hayden and Father James Michler, who have been shepherding Maria Reina Parish and its 
chapels of Cristo Redentor (Christ the Redeemer) and Cristo Rey (Christ the King) for more 
than 25 years. Please join me in supporting these heroic priests and our archdiocesan mission 
by including them in your daily prayers and by generously supporting the Latin America 
Apostolate. As always, please be assured of my prayers for you and gratitude for your gener-
osity.
