FROM OUR PASTOR …. 
 

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL 
 

 Our Parish bulletin today pictures the cover of Bishop Robert Barron’s 
new book, “This Is My Body”.  As you leave Church after Mass, please accept a 
copy as a gift for your family. 
 Bishop Barron writes, “In 2019, the respected Pew Forum released the  
results of a survey of Catholics in regard to their belief in the Eucharist.  Along 
with many others, I was startled when I read the data, for I discovered that only 
one-third of those questioned subscribed to the Church’s official teaching that Jesus is really, truly, 
substantially present under the signs or appearances of bread and wine.  Fully two-thirds held that 
the Eucharistic elements are merely symbolic of Jesus’ appearance.  Whether you saw it as a  
failure in catechesis, preaching, theology, liturgy, or evangelization, it was an indication of a  
spiritual disaster.  I say this because the Second Vatican Council clearly taught that the Eucharist is 
‘the source and summit of the Christian life.’  Therefore, the Pew study revealed that the vast  
majority of our own Catholic people did not understand this central and crucial reality, the  
beginning and the end of Christianity.” 
 This book you receive as a gift from your Parish is designed to help all of us understand the  
Sacrament of Jesus’ Body and Blood more thoroughly, precisely so that we might fall in love with 
the Lord more completely.
