DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. 
     Our late Holy Father, St. John Paul II, visited the United States in  
September of 1987.  On September 12th, he addressed Catholics in  
Louisiana, “In the most difficult hours of your struggle for civil rights 
amidst discrimination and oppression, God guided your steps along the 
way of peace.  Before the witness of history the response of non-violence 
stands, in the memory of this Nation, as a monument of honor to the Black 
Community of the United States.  We recall those who with Christian vision opted for  
non-violence as the only truly effective approach for ensuring and safeguarding human  
dignity.  We think of the Reverend Martin Luther King, Jr., and of the providential role he 
played in contributing to the rightful human betterment of black Americans and therefore to 
the improvement of American society itself.  
 Monday, January 20, on the National Day commemorating Dr. King’s Birthday, we 
remember some of his inspiring words that can touch our souls: 
 

• “Injustice anywhere is a threat to justice everywhere.” 
 

• “Darkness cannot drive out darkness, only light can do that.  Hate cannot drive out 
hate, only love can do that.” 

 

• “Life’s most persistent and urgent question is, ‘What are you doing for others?’” 
 

• "The ultimate measure of a human being is not where the person stands in mo-
ments of comfort and convenience, but where the person stands at times of chal-
lenge and controversy.” 

 

• “By the Grace of Almighty God, we must learn to live together as brothers and sis-
ters or perish as fools.”

What’s In Your Heart? 
 

Growing up Catholic, I have always been taught that God created us for himself,  that our 
hearts are to be dwellings for his presence. Lately I’ve wondered, if God dwells in me, how 
come life gets so complicated? Is my heart good enough for God? If God were to crack open 
the door of my heart and peek in, what would he find? Pride, vanity, preoccupaƟon with the 
next ‘thing’ I think I need, judgement of others, negaƟve self-talk, worry, anxiety...  Have I 
even room for him to enter?  
 

If I’m to be a temple of the Holy Spirit, I have some serious cleaning up to do! But, I don’t 
have to do it alone. I am reminded of a quote from St. Anselm shared by Deby Schlapprezzi, 
one of our own parishioners, in her beauƟful book, The Splendor of You, “Acknowledge in 
your goodness what is Your own in me and what is not Your own, wipe off from me.” This 
was Jesus’ mission, to cleanse us of everything that is not of the Father. 
 

My heart can be finicky. SomeƟmes I’m on fire with the Spirit of God, other Ɵmes I’m reduced 
to praying for the desire to be aflame… “Dearest Lord, help me want to want you.” As awful 
as that may sound, it’s honest. Perhaps not a perfect analogy, I liken it to a messy handbag. I 
know what I need  is in there (say ChapsƟck or Tylenol), but it’s so lost in the abyss of other 
junk that I don’t even bother to look and so go on suffering.  
 

If  I’m to be a dwelling place for God, I need to keep a Ɵdy soul. This requires the holy habit of 
daily conversa on (prayer) with the Father. ConversaƟon is two-way, so I cannot only to 
speak; I must  listen too. The more I pracƟce this, the beƩer I become at recognizing the voice 
of the Holy Spirit,  who gets rid of the “junk,” and draw me closer to the Father. The closer I 
am to him, the more he pours himself into the ever expanding capacity of my heart.
