Where Do You Find Yourself During Holy Week? 
 
 The Gospel accounts of Holy Week are so vivid and rich with  
meaning and emotion that it’s impossible for me to think about them  
without placing myself within the stories themselves–these most loving,  
poignant, life-giving stories that are the foundation of our faith. Especially  
during Lent, personal moments of discomfort, stress, suffering and the like  
are immediately relatable to scenes from the last week of Jesus’ life.  

When I am overwhelmed, I place myself in the crowds of people that pressed in on Jesus as 
he carried his cross through the streets of Jerusalem. How out of breath He must have been and in 
so much pain. We’ve all felt the weight of Gethsemane in times of loneliness? I’m so familiar with 
that scene that I have my own rock and olive tree! And what about sweet St. Peter, when he denies 
Jesus? We’ve all done that in one way or another. That scene always makes me cry. 

Things change when I get to the foot of the cross. I never stand alone there. I cling to the 
Blessed Mother every time. Today, during a guided reflection about Jesus’ words, “My God, My 
God, why have you forsaken me?” I found myself thinking about Mary. Mary would have taught 
and prayed the Psalms with Jesus when he was a boy. Surely, they prayed Psalm 22: “My God, My 
God, why have you forsaken me…” together. I thought about myself as a young mom and teaching 
my children the Our Father and Hail Mary, and reading them Bible stories before going to sleep. 
What was it like for Mary at that moment to hear her son pray 
this Psalm of Lament?  

What about the others in the crowd who knew the Psalm? 
Did anyone think of the entirety of the prayer which alludes to 
the piercing of hands and feet, the casting of lots for garments, 
and enemies all around? Did anyone give pause to the fulfillment 
of the prophecy? Mary had to have known. This was the moment 
that the sword was piercing her heart, just as Simeon had told her 
it would when she and Joseph presented Jesus in the temple 30 
years before.  
 It reminds me of a comment that one of my son’s history teachers once made regarding  
Michelangelo’s Pieta–something to the effect of, “I don’t think Michelangelo did a very good job  
of making Mary look sad enough.” My son, in relating the story said, “I know why Michelangelo 
made Mary’s expression that way. It’s because he understood that Mary knew Jesus had to die.” 
Mary, our mother, so full of grace.  During this final week of Lent, let’s challenge ourselves to  
reflect on the scenes of Holy Week and ask, “Where do I find myself?”
