FROM OUR PASTOR

LOVING YOUR CHURCH BUILDING

Parishioners who are new to their Parish of the
Annunziata, often comment on the beauty of their Church
inside and out. Archbishop John Glennon established the
Parish of Annunziata in 1929, naming Father Charleville
Faris as it founding pastor. The magnificent Church was not begun until
1951, and the First Holy Mass was offered in 1953. From the beginning,
the Pastor and Parishioners loved their Church building. Over the years
they have sought to manage it well and kept it well maintained to enhance
all aspects of our parish life.

Our Church is a gem that has a huge amount to offer all members of
our parish family and community. I believe our parishioners have been,
and continue to be, faithful stewards of the heritage that has been handed
on to us. In caring for our homes we all know that one of the best ways to
avoid major repairs is regular care and ongoing maintenance. Preventative
maintenance is sustainable by keeping our Church in good condition to
save the energy and materials needed to repair them.

On a planned basis we undertake regular inspections to assess
conditions, identify problems and decide whether work is necessary.
In the past year, during the pandemic, we have paid particular attention to
the to the exterior of our Church which is of buff Indiana limestone, with
smoothly finished limestone trim, and Vermont slate roof. In keeping with
Archdiocesan policy, we have had an independent consulting company
assess the scope of work. We have obtained several bids. We have
consulted with our Parish Finance Committee, and have signed a contract
with James G. Staat Tuckpointing and Waterproofing Company.

The work will commence at the beginning of August and should take
approximately three months. The contractor has assured us that this will
not interfere with our regular Mass schedule, nor with Weddings, Baptisms,
and Funerals. Next week I will go further into scope of work and costs.
