TUCKPOINTING OUR PARISH CHURCH 
 In last week’s Sunday bulletin, I gave background information regarding the ongoing 
care of our magnificent Church.  The James G. Staat Tuckpointing and Waterproofing Com-
pany will begin the tuckpointing at the beginning of August.  The Base Bid for the Church 
includes this scope of work:  remove all efflorescence, bio clean with Prosoco Bio Wash 
and hot water, spot tuckpoint all elevations by removing existing mortar with analysis for 
proper psi strength, remove all settlement cracks, weathered joints, grind to 3/4” in depth, 
install new mortar to match tooling, texture and color, cutout and recalk all sky facing 
joints, cutout and recalk all window perimeters, seal all limestone with Natural Stone Treat-
ment, seal all brick with Prosoco PD, replace twenty brick units, patch limestone.  Access 
will be by aerial lifts and scaffolds.  Total Bid amount is $251,706.00.
