BEHOLD YOUR MOTHER 
 

 THE ASSUMPTION OF MARY INTO HEAVEN  
at the end of her earthly life is a defined dogma of the Catholic 
Faith and commemorates the death of Mary and celebrates her 
bodily assumption into Heaven—a foretaste of our own bodily 
Resurrection at the end of time.  Because it signifies the Blessed 
Virgin’s passing into eternal life, it is the most important of all 
Marian Feasts. 
 The Bible does not give an account of Mary’s Assumption.  Nevertheless, the 
12th chapter of the Book of Revelation speaks of a woman who is caught up in the 
battle between good and evil.  Many Scripture Scholars, and People of Faith, see this 
Woman as Mary.  Since She was closely associated with all the mysteries of Jesus’ 
life, it is not surprising that the Holy Spirit has led the Church to believe in Christ 
sharing His glorification with His Mother!

 One of the most important missionary education, animation, and support pro-
grams is the Missionary Plan of Cooperation.  Each year, Annunziata welcomes a 
Missionary who makes an appeal for their missionary cause and asks for parishioners’ 
prayers and financial support.
