Pope Francis urges all dads in the world to stick by their
children’s side, teaching them, guiding them, and loving them.
“Your children, no matter their age, need you, your presence, and
your unconditional love,” the Holy Father said.

Even though God was Jesus’ Father, St. Joseph lovingly took on the paternal
role and taught the young Jesus various skills, the value of work, reverence for the
Lord, and fidelity and obedience to God’s will. Learn from St. Joseph that only trust in
God can turn doubt into certainty, evil into good, and total darkness of the night into a
radiant dawn.
