VETERANS DAY

On Veterans Day, we gratefully remember the men and women
who have served our country by risking their lives in the
defense of the liberties we enjoy. In particular, we pray for
those who have paid the supreme sacrifice, dying while serving
us all. We keep in prayer as well those who are this day in
harm’s way protecting our way of life so that we might live in peace. As we
honor them, we thank our Veterans for their service, and their families for their
sacrifice, and we pray for the protection and healing of all who have given
themselves to preserve our freedom.

The greatest gift we can give our Veterans is to pray with them and for
them. Masses on Monday, Veterans Day, are offered at 7:00 and 7:45 a.m.

WHY DO WE PRAY FOR THE DEAD?

Praying for the dead might not make sense to nonbelievers, but for Catholics it
is part and parcel of the faith tradition, rooted in Old Testament readings and
supported by the Catechism and the Church’s funeral liturgy. Our faith teaches
us to pray for the dead, although people hope that those who die are with God
and the angels and saints. Most Catholics who don’t merit hell still need puri-
fication before entering heaven and pass through a state when they die that the
Church describes as purgatory. Praying for the dead has further origins in our
belief in the Communion of Saints. Living members of this communion can
“assist each other in faith by prayers and other forms of spiritual support.”
Christians who have died continue to be members of the Communion of
Saints. We believe that we can assist them by our prayers, and they can assist
us by theirs.

Our Book of Remembrance in the front of Church, near the Statue of St.
Joseph, provides an opportunity to write the names of our deceased loved ones,
who will then be prayed for at each Mass during the month of November. Let
us pray daily for the deceased of our families, and for those who have died,
and have no one to pray for them. Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and
let perpetual light shine upon them!

Every winter,
we also purchase hats, gloves and warm socks that are distributed to the homeless. Thanks
to you, we support Joe’s Place, a facility for homeless boys in the Maplewood School
District, by purchasing clothing for the four boys each fall. St. Vincent de Paul also
organizes Annunziata volunteers who prepare meals for the boys and their houseparents
twice each month.

In addition, Annunziata Vincentians meet with individual clients at St. Agatha, St. Pius, St.
Rita, Holy Trinity, and Our Lady of Perpetual Help parishes. Our Annunziata hotline permits
individuals living in and near the Annunziata parish boundaries to call for help. Several of
our Vincentians devote all of their time working with these clients. Thanks to your financial
support, Vincentians aid clients by paying for utility bills, rent, food, household items such
as cutlery and furniture, and clothing. We also provide employment information and serve
as intermediaries with social agencies, such as the police or medical institutions. Vincentians
deliver the clothing, food, toiletries, diapers and cleaning products donated by Annunziata
parishioners to our ministries in St. Louis and to the Daughters of Charity mission in East
St. Louis.

Thus, St. Vincent de Paul not only finances
much needed help to the poor, but serves as
a parish organizing agency that coordinates
volunteer good works by parish

members. All of this happens because of
your generosity.
