Weighed Down?

It’s hard to believe that spring break is behind us and Easter is just
two weeks away. In another month, our 2nd graders will make their First
Holy Communion, our 8th graders will be confirmed, and PSR will have
only a couple of weeks left before breaking for summer. Time, as usual, is
flying! There is so much to be accomplished between now and then. I have
to admit, it’s easy to feel overwhelmed.

I know I’m not alone. I recently received a message from a colleague who is taking steps
back from work duties for mental health reasons. My daughter told me about some teachers at
her school who are doing the same. I’ve noticed that many people are tired these days, both
literally and figuratively. It’s like the deep winter blues, only on the cusp of spring. What’s
going on?

Is it the world of unrest and the terrible images of war in the Ukraine taking a toll on our
emotions? Is it trying to keep up in a culture where the lines of right and wrong are often
blurred by crazy interpretations of what’s appropriate? Is it worrying about what others will
think of us based on whether or not we’re wearing a mask? As silly as they sound, issues like
these cause real stress and confusion for adults, teens, and children alike. It’s easy to find
ourselves weighed down in a world of mixed messages and unwelcome pressures.

When we feel weighed down by life and the world around us, we must remember Jesus
under the weight of the cross as he walked to Calvary and unite our sufferings with His. There
1s so much merit to be had in doing so. What does this look like in practice? Each time we feel
overwhelmed, stressed, anxious, irritated..., we might pray, “Lord Jesus, I cannot fathom the
anxiety you felt as you carried your cross through the streets of Jerusalem. I thank you and offer
my stress for the sake of (insert your intention here).”

Bishop Fulton Sheen once said, “The greatest cross in the world is to be without a cross.”
