Dear Parishioners:  
 

 This year we are blessed to celebrate 94 years as a parish 
family.  Milestones give us the opportunity to reflect more deeply 
on our mission and ministry as daughters and sons of Jesus 
Christ.  Consider for a moment the countless number of people 
who have worshiped and celebrated the sacraments with us.  Think 
of the classmates that we attended school with.  Think of the Annunziata activities 
you have been a part of.  Think of the baptisms and the weddings and First  
Communions and Confirmations we have participated in. 
 

 In response to all these gifts we say Thank You!  Those two words might be 
the most important words we speak each day.
