 As the Second Week of Advent unfolds, we have two great Feasts 
honoring the Mother of Jesus and our own Spiritual Mother.  Tuesday,  
December 8th, is the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, and  
Saturday, December 12th, is the Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe.

The opportunity to receive God’s loving forgiveness and mercy for our sins is available  
every Saturday from 3:30 to 4:45, on the Sundays of Advent after Masses, and on Thursday, 
December 17th, from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. (for the evening of Dec. 17th, three (3) priests will be  
available) 
 

MASSES FOR CHRISTMAS 
Experience has taught us that Christmas Eve Masses are usually the most crowded in at-
tendance.  However, considering the circumstances of the COVID-19 safety restrictions—
our Church can only accommodate 80 people because of social distancing, no one may 
stand in the back or on the sides, and all, including the priest and deacon, must wear a 
mask the entire time, except to receive Holy Communion. 
     Please consider attending a Mass on Christmas Day!  Remember, after each Mass for 
Christmas, as we do after all Masses on weekends and weekdays, the entire Church and the 
restrooms are sanitized.  Masses for Christmas Eve, Dec 24, are 3:00 p.m., 4:30 p.m., and 
10:00 p.m. Christmas Day Masses are at 7:00 a.m., 9:00 a.m., and 11:00 a.m. (All 6 (six) 
Christmas Masses will be live-streamed, just as every Mass offered in our Church is live-
streamed—please go to www.Annunziata.org and click on the Mass.)

   The Science of Masking  
    to Control COVID-19: Summary 

 
• Cloth masks reduce community exposure to SARS-CoV-2 
 
• Cloth masks offer both source control and personal protection 
 - The relationship is likely complementary and possibly synergistic 
 - Community benefit derives from the combination of these effects 
 - Individual benefit increases with increasing community mask use 
 
• Wearing masks by both the infected and uninfected person gives the  
     uninfected person the most protection 
 - “Masking can protect you and works best for you when everyone does it" 
 - “When you wear a mask, you protect others as well as yourself" 
 
• Universal masking policies can help avert the need for shutdowns 
 - Especially if combined with other non-pharmaceutical interventions such as 
 social distancing, hand hygiene, and adequate ventilation
