FROM OUR PASTOR…… 
 

PRAYER IS ABOUT LOVE 
 

 As we move into our second week of Lent and prepare 
for our Lenten Mission, we remember that Prayer is about 
love, not insight.  It is meant to establish friendship.   
Friendship, as we know, is not as much a question of having 
insight into each other’s lives as it is of mutually touching each 
other in affection and understanding.  Friendship, as John of 
the Cross puts it, is a question of attaining “boldness with each other.”  When we 
have touched each other’s lives deeply, we can be bold with each other.  We can 
then ask each other for help, ask each other to be present without needing an  
excuse, or share our deepest feelings.  Good friendship inspires boldness.  The 
object of prayer in this great Season is precisely to try to attain this kind of 
“boldness” with God, to try to reach a point where we are comfortable enough 
with God to ask for help, just as we would a trusted friend.  But to reach this 
kind of trust we first must let God touch us in the heart, in the silence, and not 
just in insight. 
 Not a day goes by without life’s chaos, with its stress and strain, and not a  
moment goes by that God’s Grace doesn’t find us in the middle of it all.  So very 
often our greatest lessons, our strongest roots of faith, can be found from, and 
planted within, life’s most unraveled moments.  And that is exactly why God is 
standing by, at a prayer’s notice, to meet us and help us right there. 
 God is ready to pour the Divine Mercy into our mess!  God slowly washes 
away the sin and extra burdens, until we are finally ready to give into God.  And 
when we are?  God tends to clean away those poor decisions, uncertainties, 
comparison traps, slips-of-our-tongues; shameful moments:  giving them shiny, 
new life, in a way we never expected!  Speak Lord, your servant is listening!

 Confessing our shortcomings—on social media, in the therapist’s office 
and elsewhere—is more popular than ever!  But seeking absolution and greater 
connection with God?  Not so much……….Some people could say, well, sin is 
negative, but it’s real.  And to ignore it, it’s like ignoring cancer.  Instead of  
being weighed down by sins and blocking at times the Grace of God in your life, 
why not have a free, full availability of receptivity to God and the incredible 
Graces of the Sacrament of God’s loving forgiveness?  Receive the inner 
peace, the strength, and the hope God offers in the Gift of Confession!
