FROM OUR PASTOR…… 
 
 

SIX BIBLICAL REASONS TO VISIT    
WITH JESUS IN THE BLESSED SACRAMENT 

 
First   —  Jesus is really there!  “I myself am the living bread come down 
              from Heaven.”  (John 6:35) 
Second  —  Day and night Jesus dwells in the Blessed Sacrament  
            because of His infinite love for you!  “Behold I will be with 
  you always, even to the end of the world,” because “I have loved  
           you with an everlasting love, and constant is my affection for you”  
  (Matthew 28:20; Jeremiah 31:3) 
Third  —  The specific way that Jesus asks you to love Him in return is to  
            spend time with Him in the Blessed Sacrament, every single day. 
            “Where your treasure is, there is your heart…” Could you not  
            watch one hour with me?” (Matthew 6:21; 26: 40) 
Fourth  —  When you look upon the Sacred Host, you look upon Jesus, the 
             Son of God.  “Indeed this is the will of my Father, that everyone  
             who looks upon the Son and believes in Him shall have eternal 
             life.  I will raise them up on the last day.” (John 6:40) 
Fifth   — Each moment that you spend in His Eucharistic Presence will 
             increase His divine life within you and deepen your personal  
            relationship and friendship with Him.  “I have come that you may 
            have life, and have it more abundantly.”  “I am the vine and you  
            are the branches.  Whoever remains in me and I in him shall bear 
            much fruit because without me, you can do nothing.” (John 15:5) 
Six   — Time you spend with Jesus will deepen His Divine Peace in your 
            heart.  “Come to me all of you who are weary and find life burden- 
            some and I will refresh you….”  “Cast all of your anxieties upon  
            the one who cares for you….”  “My Peace is My Gift to you.”  
            (Matthew 11:28; Peter 5:7; John 14:17)  
 

 
“GOD IS LOVE” 

 

 Pope Emeritus Benedict XVI states in his first encyclical letter “God is Love”  
that “in Sacramental Communion I become one with the Lord, like all the other  
Communicants.  As St. Paul says, “Because there is one bread, we who are many are one 
body, for we all partake of the one bread.” (1 Cor. 10: 17).  Union with Christ is also union 
with all those to whom He gives Himself.  I cannot possess Christ, just for myself, I can  
belong to Him only in union with all those who have become, or who will become, his 
own…..Love of God and love of neighbor are now truly united.  God incarnate draws us all 
to Himself…Here the usual contraposition between worship and ethics simply falls 
apart.  “Worship” itself, Eucharistic communion, includes the reality both of being loved and 
of loving others in turn.  A Eucharist which does not pass over into concrete practice of love 
is intrinsically fragmented.”  These words remind us of our calling to love all our neighbors, 
born and unborn.
