Dear Parishioners  
 
This Monday our country will celebrate the birthday of  
Dr. Martin Luther King.  Race relations have always been a 
struggle for human kind from Ishmael and Isaac in the Old  
Testament to our present day, men and women of different races 
and faiths have struggled to get along.
