God’s Great Love 
 When asked, “What is the greatest commandment?” Jesus  
answered, “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all 
your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength. The second is 
this: You shall love your neighbor as yourself. There is no other  
commandment greater than these.” Mk: 12: 24-33.  
 This was a weekday gospel a couple of weeks ago. I was with my 
mother who gave me the faith and is my best friend. Before Mass, I 
was telling her about my Lenten journey, how this year has not been 
like other years. Instead of great spiritual growth and strength, I have 
struggled more than ever and have found myself in an almost constant 
state of grasping for God. Instead of my usual zeal, there is a sense of 
failure with so many things, including many of my Lenten resolutions. 

“Do you hear how you criticize yourself?” Mom asked. “You are   
always so hard on yourself. It hurts God when you do that. He made 
you, He’s given you so many talents, and He loves you. I think you 
need to resolve, right now, to work on giving up this negative self-talk 
for Lent. Every time you start to think anything negative about your-
self, pray to your Father to help you let it go. Thank him for making 
you.” 

“If you love yourself, raise your hand,” father began his homily. 
One woman started to raise her hand, but stopped halfway when she 
realized she was alone. Father went on, “If we don’t love ourselves, we 
cannot truly love our neighbor.” Between my mom’s advice before Mass 
and father’s words, I realized that I had never truly understood God’s 
second greatest commandment. I’d always interpreted it as, “Be      
selfless. Take some of that greedy, me, me, me, self-love and redirect 
it toward others.” The way father explained it, Jesus might as well have 
said, “...and love your neighbor as God loves you.”  

So how does God love us? He loves us gently, patiently, mercifully, 
completely… This weekend we remember the most loving act of all 
time, Christ’s death on the cross. He loves us that much. If the second       
greatest commandment is to love our neighbor the way God loves us, 
I’ve got some serious work to do. Taking up the cross and reflecting on 
God’s Great Love is a good start.
