Lenten Fast and Abstinence

All Fridays of Lent and Good Friday (Mar: 29) are days
of abstinence (refraining from meat) for all Catholics from age 14
onwards. On these two days, fast, as well as abstinence, is also
obligatory for those from the ages of 18-59. Abstinence means
refraining from meat. Fast means one full meal a day, with two smaller meals
and nothing between meals (liquids are permitted). No Catholic will lightly
excuse himself or herself from this obligation.

We should strive to make all days of Lent a time of prayer and penance.

Confessions will be heard on Saturday’s from 3:30 — 4:45 pm and on
Sunday’s of Lent following the 9:00 am and 11:00 am masses and on

Good Friday following 7 pm service.

Anointing of the Sick: will take place at weekend masses on Saturday March 9
& Sunday March 10.

Stations of the Cross will be held on Fridays at 2:30 pm and on

Good Friday at 12:00 Noon.

Triduum Services at Annunziata will be celebrated on:
Holy Thursday March 28: Chrism Mass 10 am at Cathedral Basilica
Mass of Last Supper March 28: 7 pm
Good Friday Service March 29: 7 pm (Confessions following service)

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From Our Pastor. ..

Dear Parishioners:

As we continue on this Lenten journey a way of praying that can
be fruitful for many is Lectio Divina', a Latin term, which
means "divine reading" and describes a way of reading the
Scriptures whereby we gradually let go of our own agenda and
open ourselves to what God wants to say to us. In the 12th century, a Carthusian
monk called Guigo, described the stages which he saw as essential to the practice
of Lectio Divina.

The first stage 1s lectio (reading) where we read the Word of God, slowly and re-
flectively so that it sinks into us. Any passage of Scripture can be used for this
way of prayer but the passage should not be too long.

The second stage is meditatio (reflection) where we think about the text we have
chosen and ruminate upon it so that we take from it what God wants to give us.
The third stage is oratio (response) where we leave our thinking aside and simply

let our hearts speak to God. This response is inspired by our reflection on the
Word of God.

The final stage of Lectio Divina is contemplation (rest) where we let go not only
of our own ideas, plans and meditations but also of our holy words and thoughts.
We simply rest in the Word of God. We listen at the deepest level of our being to
God who speaks within us with a still small voice. As we listen, we are gradually
transformed from within. We must take what we read in the Word of God into
our daily lives.

These stages of Lectio Divina are not fixed rules of procedure but simply guide-
lines as to how the prayer normally develops. Its natural movement is towards
greater simplicity, with less and less talking and more listening. Gradually the
words of Scripture begin to dissolve and the Word is revealed before the eyes of
our heart.
