The Sunday celebration of the Lord’s Day and His
Eucharist 1s at the Heart of the Church’s life. The Letter to the = ¥
Hebrews reminds us, “not to neglect to meet together..... and '
encourage one another.”

No. The greatest disease in life is the lack of
love—not being able to love.

Some people think that success and money will make them happy,
but love cannot be bought; it is free! Some take refuge in the virtual world,
but love is concrete. There are those who do not accept themselves as they are
and they try to hide beyond exterior “make up,” but Love is not an appearance.
