FROM OUR PASTOR… 
THE GREATEST GIFT 

 

 Pope Francis presents a very timely question, “How can we  
respond to those who say that there is no need to go to Mass, not 
even on Sundays, because what is important is to live well and to 
love our neighbors?” 
 “It is true that the quality of the Christian life is measured by 
the capacity to love, as Jesus says in the Gospels.  But how can we practice the  
Gospel without drawing the necessary strength to do it, one Sunday after another, 
from the inexhaustible spring of the Holy Eucharist?” 
 Our Holy Father points out that participating in Sunday does fulfill the Third  
Commandment and the law of the Church.  But even more importantly, we  
Catholics need to participate in Sunday Mass because only with the Grace of  
Jesus, with His living presence in us and among us, can we put into practice the 
Great Commandment, “You shall love the Lord Your God…..and Your Neighbor as 
yourself” and be credible witnesses.  Holy Communion is where we find our 
strength for daily life.  Without the Eucharist we are “condemned to be dominated 
by the fatigue of everyday life.”  “Often consumed by worries and fears, Sunday 
Mass is where Christ gives us the strength to live each day with courage and 
hope.” 
 “At Sunday Mass we rest from the busyness and work of the week, which 
teaches us to place our trust in the Father, not in earthly things," the Pope said.  
The Prayer from the Roman Missal addresses God, saying:  “You do not need our 
praise, but for a gift of your love you call us to give you thanks; our hymns of  
blessing do not increase your greatness, but they obtain for us the Grace that 
Saves Us!”

The Gift of God’s Love 
 
 

 Between the multitude of Christmas boxes brought out of storage 
and the Amazon packages arriving almost daily, my home has looked 
like a construction site for the past week. I’ve only just gotten the  
ornaments, nativities, garlands, lights, etc. put where I want them and 
am finding order again. Decorating is just a piece of the chaos. The stress only continues 
with gifts, wrapping, scheduling visits, menu planning, and the like.  
 There’s always a news article out there about how the holidays are a tough time for 
many people, and it’s no wonder. I’ll admit that while all the “extras'' that have become a 
part of the Christmas tradition are enjoyable, something is awry. In the midst of it all, I  
recognize that I’ve allowed my focus to be hijacked by our culture, and a sense of guilt 
sets in. As I keep trudging through the whirlwind of preparations, the true meaning of 
Christmas, the great gift of God’s love in Jesus, becomes a thought at which I grasp rather 
than the solid center of my heart, mind, and actions. I know that a shift in focus could 
transform my life. 
 God’s gift in Jesus is a gift of pure love. We long for that love; we need it now more 
than ever. So why is it so hard for us to accept this gift and allow ourselves to be loved by 
God? Is it a feeling of unworthiness? Do we think we’re not good enough or that we get it 
wrong too often? Do we perpetuate these attitudes with negative thoughts? If so, we are 
fooling ourselves and denying the joy and peace our Father wishes for us. 
 We must remember what God’s gift of love looks like: Love is patient and kind; love 
does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant or rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not 
irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice at wrongdoing, but rejoices with the truth. Love 
bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love never fails. 
(1 Cor. 13:4-8a). 
 The Father’s unconditional love is always forgiving, always waiting, always faithful. 
This is God’s gift to us at Christmas and always. The best gift we can give to Him is to  
accept it.

Mercy for the first time on Tuesday, December 7th! Special thanks to their  
AMAZING catechist, Richard McIntosh, for teaching the great love of the Father to 
his students as he prepares them for the sacraments.
